How to Capture Video in the Edit Bay

1. Log In

2. Connect your External Drive

3. Make sure the DV Deck is on.

4. Open FCP

5. Set your scratch drives to your external drive name_of_your_project folder.

a. under Final Cut Pro

b. System Settings

6. Go to File Save project As

a. If you do not have a file on your external drive name FCP Project Files, create one

7. Save your project as the name you would like and save it in your FCP Project Files.

a. Saving your project files separate from your media, cache, etc, you have the chance of less errors in FCP.

8. Go to Final Cut Pro > audio/video settings. Set up as follows:

a. For SD
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b. For HDV Sony HVR-A1U
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c. For all other HD/HDV formats, match your setting to your capture size and frame rate.

9. Go to File > Capture Scratch (Command – 8). 

a. For the Sony HD, you will receive a pop-up window asking you to name your tape. Name and click ok.

b. For SD, you will  get the log window as we used previously. Name your tape under desciption

TROUBLE SHOOTING

1. If FCP is recording (indicated by a pop-up preview window) and you see nothing, then you may need to hit play on the play deck.

2. If you are still getting no signal then check your connections. Sometimes the Firewire cables go out, so you may need to check that.

3. If all else fails, try using another editing bay.
